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This festival, which eriginated in the fourth century, celebrates the triumph of the cross.
Paul reminds us that Christ crucified is the power and wisdom of God. As Moses put a
serpent on a pole to be a source of healing for the Israelites, we lift high the cross as the
sign of our health and salvation. Each time we make the sign of the cross we remember
our baptism into the death and resurrection of Christ.

So
Moses prayed for the people. *And the
Lorbp said to Moses, “Make a poison-
ous serpent, and set it on a pole; and
everyone who is bitten shall look at it
and live.” ’So Moses made a serpent
of bronze, and put it upon a pole; and
whenever a serpent bit someone, that
person would look at the serpent of
bronze and live.

called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ
the power of God and the wisdom of
God.

John 3:13-17

After explaining to Nicodemus that one must be born of water and Spirit, Jesus speaks of
being lifted up on the cross, with reference to the bronze serpent lifted wp by Moses in the
desert. Here the Son of God is revealed as the source of healing.

[Jesus said:] “No one has ascended into
heaven except the one who descended
from heaven, the Son of Man. “And
Jjust as Moses lifted up the serpent in
the wilderness, so must the Son of Man
be lifted up, *that whoever believes in
him may have eternal life.

'**For God so loved the world that
he gave his only Son, so that everyone
who believes in him may not perish
but may have eternal life.

"“Indeed, God did not send the
Son into the world to condemn the
world, but in order that the world
might be saved through him."
